“Stew” Gibson was a Director of the Exposition for 
25 years and is currently Director Emeritus. He was a 
University of Vermont Professor and Extension Dairyman 
as well as long time Superintendent of Cattle for the 
Exposition. Stew has been and continues to be a strong 
influence in teaching dairy cattle management and dairy 
cattle judging to Vermont and New England youth.
The eight awards, of $150 each, are presented to winners 
of the Vermont 4-H Dairy Quiz Bowl and Dairy Judging 
competitions for the respective state teams that compete 
at regional and national meets. The awards are used to 
partially pay expenses to participate in the National Dairy 
Quiz Bowl in Louisville, Kentucky and the National Dairy 
Judging Competition in Madison, Wisconsin.
