9-12 and beyond to help them further explore their 
career aspirations, by purchasing equipment (camera, 
sewing machine, etc.) or to attend a training that could 
lead to a career.

The awards are used to 
partially pay expenses to participate in the National Dairy 
Quiz Bowl in Louisville, Kentucky and the National Dairy 
Judging Competition in Madison, Wisconsin.
